Generosity

 “Giving the Tithe” is not being generous

 “Being generous” is part of “Managing the rest”



God’s Word

 The Bible tells us to be generous

2 Corinthians 9:6-7 But this I say, He who sows sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he who 
sows bountifully shall reap also bountifully. Every man according as he purposes in his heart, 
so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loves a cheerful giver. 

Acts 20:35 I have showed you all things, how that so laboring you ought to support the weak, 
and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, It is more blessed to give than to 
receive.



Generosity with Wisdom

 Sometimes “Giving to a person in need” does more harm than good



Bear your burden

Galatians 6:1-5 Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, you who are spiritual, restore such 
a one in the spirit of meekness; considering yourself, lest you also be tempted. Bear you one 
another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ. For if a man thinks himself to be something, 
when he is nothing, he deceives himself. But let every man prove his own work, and then shall 
he have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another. For every man shall bear his own 
burden. 



Work

2 Thessalonians 3:10 For even when we were with you, this we commanded you, that if any 
would not work, neither should he eat. 



Wrong Generosity

 If a person is not responsible for himself, giving doesn’t help but make things worse



Don’t be a burden to others

Acts 18:3 And because he was of the same craft, he abode with them, and worked: for by their 
occupation they were tentmakers. 

2 Corinthians 11:9 And when I was present with you, and in want, I was chargeable to no 
man: for that which was lacking to me the brethren who came from Macedonia supplied: and 
in all things I have kept myself from being burdensome unto you, and so will I keep myself
