And, 
behold, the LORD passed by, and a great and strong wind tore the mountains, and broke in 
pieces the rocks before the LORD; but the LORD was not in the wind: and after the wind an 
earthquake; but the LORD was not in the earthquake: And after the earthquake a fire; but the 
LORD was not in the fire: and after the fire a still small voice. And it was so, when Elijah heard 
it, that he wrapped his face in his mantle, and went out, and stood in the entrance of the 
cave. And, behold, there came a voice unto him, and said, What do you here, Elijah?

inheritance in the saints, And what is the exceeding greatness of his power toward us who 
believe, according to the working of his mighty power, Which he performed in Christ, when he 
raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, Far above 
all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only 
in this age, but also in that which is to come:
