Matthew 6:10 Your kingdom come. Your will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.

o God’s Kingdom be built

o God’s will be done

Matthew 6:11 Give us this day our daily bread.

Matthew 6:12 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.

Matthew 6:13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil ...

o Protection from temptation

The Lord’s Prayer

o Interesting detail: It’s We/Our/Us, not I/My/me

o Jesus’ Model Prayer should remind us what kinds of prayer God wants us to pray regularly
